STUDENT SERVICES

GUIDANCE
Every student has a guidance counselor. Counselor assignments are by last name. The breakdown is from A – F,  

from G - N  and from O – Z.  

Counselors work with students individually and in groups to help them identify their strengths, weaknesses, values, and interests.

In addition, counselors assist students in their post-secondary plans as follows: identifying and selecting colleges, applying for scholarships, completing financial aid forms, and in placements for vocational and technical training. Counselors also serve as liaisons between students, parents, school, and the community by assisting, monitoring, and/or making referrals regarding academic, social, and vocational needs.

HEALTH SERVICES
The School Nurse and the School-Based Yale New Haven Health Clinic provide health services for day to day issues and

for emergency situations and provide a waiting area for ill students who are going home. If a student must take medication while at school, she or he must bring it to the principal along with specific instructions signed by the prescribing physician. Students are not permitted to self medicate or to possess any prescription medications at any time at school.

Health services are available at the School-Based Health Clinic run by Yale New Haven Hospital only through enrollment. Enrollment information and permission forms are available at the beginning of the school year or by contacting the clinic directly.

MEDIA CENTER

The Library/Media Center has become an important curricular hub in our school, and is often used by full classes to do research or access information on computer terminals. As we anticipate this to increase, we similarly expect that all students who utilize the Library/Media Center to respect the rights of their fellow students regarding an appropriate academic atmosphere and behavior. Students who fail to abide by this may be asked to leave the Library/Media Center until their behavior indicates they will act appropriately. 

Students should use their School ID Card as their Library card when borrowing books and materials.

Students and their parents will be held financially liable for all textbook and library books assigned in the student’s name when such books are lost or damaged as a result of the student’s carelessness when a student failed to return books assigned to them, or books are not returned in proper condition.

Students who fail promptly to return or pay for texts and materials may have grades, transcripts or report cards withheld until restitution is made.

TRANSPORTATION

Only students who are eligible for transportation will be permitted to ride buses to and from school each day. Friends and guests should not be invited to ride the bus.

Riding the bus is a privilege. Pupils riding buses must obey all rules and regulations. A student who fails to maintain appropriate conduct on the bus may lose the privilege of riding the bus and/or face disciplinary action.

STUDENT CODE OF CONDUCT

ATTENDANCE

Responsibility for attending class lies with the students. Student success in school is directly tied to attendance.

ABSENCES

If a student is absent from class, he or she should do the following within two days of returning to school: Have his or her parent or guardian call the attendance office and give the date(s) of the absence and the reason(s). Bring a note to the attendance office from the parent or guardian stating the date(s) of the absence and the reason(s).

All students who reach a total of five (5) absences will be placed on Academic probation and the parent will be notified in writing.

After the tenth (10th) absence, the student and the parent will have a formal hearing by the school attendance committee to determine course credit status.

If parents do not contact the school and the student reaches fifteen (15) absences, the school will conduct a formal hearing. If the parent does not comply, the student will be subject to administrative withdrawal if over 16 years old, and lose all course credits if under 16 years old.

A student with twenty or more days absent from school may be retained in a grade. 

TARDINESS

Tardiness is considered a disruptive behavior and will be treated as a discipline problem.

EARLY DISMISSAL

For a student to be dismissed before the normal end of the school day, the Parent/guardian must sign the student out.

NEVER LEAVE THE SCHOOL DURING THE TIME CLASSES ARE IN SESSION WITHOUT REPORTING TO THE OFFICE. This is grounds for disciplinary action.

CUTS

A student cutting any class will lose a full letter grade in that class for each cut in the marking period for which he/she cut. If four unauthorized absences (cuts) occur in a single class, full credit will be lost, and after seven unauthorized absences (cuts), all credits in all courses will be lost.

AFTER SCHOOL HOURS

All students are expected to leave the building as soon as possible at the end of the day unless they are directly supervised by a teacher who is coaching, tutoring, or supervising the student.

PASSES

All students leaving classes or other assigned areas during class periods are required to have the Careeragenda / passes issued by the teacher or staff member. Students without the Careeragenda / passes will be told to return to their classes.

STUDENT BEHAVIOR

Students are expected to behave in the same manner in the corridors as they do in the classrooms. They should proceed directly to class and not congregate outside classrooms. Eating and drinking is not permitted in the hallways. Public displays of affection are inappropriate on school grounds or at school-sponsored events. All staff members are responsible for monitoring corridor behavior. Consequently, all students are expected to obey the directives of any staff member.

REMOVAL FROM CLASS

Each teacher shall have the authority to request that the administration removes a student from class when such student deliberately causes a serious disruption of the educational process within the classroom. The teacher shall immediately inform the principal or designee before removal of the student with a written report with the reason for such removal.

FIGHTING

Physical violence and verbal intimidation or threats among students are not tolerated. Although we are aware that some incidents begin inadvertently, we will continue to treat each instance as a serious disciplinary offense. Students involved in fighting and other forms of physical violence (regardless of who “started” the altercation) are subject to arrest and / or suspension and their parents are notified. In addition, use of intimidating, obscene, abusive, or profane language or gestures is dealt with as a serious breach of conduct.

VANDALISM

Students found guilty of vandalism will be assessed damages for abuse of school buildings, equipment and materials. The student may also be subject to disciplinary action.

PROHIBITED ITEMS I

Students are expected not to bring to school items or substances which would disrupt the educational function of the school or which are prohibited by school board regulations or by law. Examples of items or substances in this category are weapons, clubs, explosives, firecrackers, alcoholic beverages and nonprescription drugs or drug paraphernalia.

GANG ACTIVITY OR ASSOCIATION

This is contrary to the school environment and educational objectives and creates an atmosphere where unlawful acts or violations of school regulations may occur.

LOCKERS AND OTHER SCHOOL PROPERTY
Lockers and other storage spaces are provided to students for their convenience. These storage areas remain school property, and as such, are subject to periodic inspections by school authorities. The purpose of such inspections is not to collect evidence of wrongdoing on the part of a single student, but rather to allow school authorities responsible for the appropriate use of school property to confirm that lockers are being used in a manner consistent with the health and safety of all students. Students are therefore warned not to store in lockers items which they do not want to bring to the attention of school authorities.

HARASSEMENT

Sexual harassment in any form will not be tolerated. If violations occur, disciplinary action will be taken. Any discrimination on the basis of race, color, religious creed, sex, age, national origin, ancestry, marital status, sexual orientation, intellectual disability and past/present history of mental disorder learning disability and physical disability will not be tolerated.

DRESS CODE

Students in the New Haven Public Schools are expected to dress in an appropriate manner conducive to a learning environment. Hence, students shall:
1. dress in a manner that minimizes risk to their physical well being and/or risk to the physical well being of others;

2. not wear clothing that is distracting to the point that it interferes with the ability of themselves or other students to take advantage of the educational process. Students shall wear clothing that covers their shoulders and torso. Skirts or shorts shall be worn so that they are no shorter than the length of the student’s outstretched fingertips with his or her hands relaxed at the side;

3. not wear clothing containing obscenities, sexually suggestive phrases, and references promoting the use and/or abuse of alcohol, tobacco and other drugs;

4. not wear or carry coats, wallet chains, bicycle chains, or other apparel that may be deemed inappropriate during the school day. Students shall not wear sunglasses in school unless they are required for documented medical purposes. Students shall not wear hats, do-rags, hoods, headbands, bandanas, or other items that cover the head.  

PROHIBITED ITEMS II

1. Gambling devices: dice, playing cards, etc.

2. Animals, pets, etc.

3. Cell phones and electronic devices

Students are allowed to have cell phones or electronic devices, e.g. Ipods, in school, but they must be shut off and stored safely out-of-sight during the school day. Violation of this rule will result in confiscation of the cell phone and/or loss of privilege. Other electronic devices, e.g., Ipods, CD players, are expensive and should not be brought to school. The school cannot be responsible if these items are lost or stolen. 

INAPPROPIATE LANGUAGE

Use of intimidating, obscene, abusive, or profane language or gestures is dealt with as a serious breach of conduct.

ASSEMBLY PROCEDURES
During assemblies, students may have assigned seating areas; students must remain with their class and in the assigned areas. Student’s conduct in assemblies must meet the same standards as in the classroom.

CAFETERIA

The school cafeteria is maintained as a vital part of the health program of the school. To encourage good nutrition, a well-balance lunch is offered at a reasonable price. The lunchroom management and the students appreciate the cooperation of everyone in:

1. Depositing all lunch litter in wastebaskets 

2. Placing disposable lunch trays and utensils in the wastebaskets

3. Leaving the table and the floor clean for others

4. Refraining from charging school lunches

ELEVATOR KEY

Elevator keys are available to students who have medical issues and present doctor requests. Elevator keys can be obtained in the Main Office after paying a refundable $5 deposit. Allowing unauthorized student to use the elevator may cause a students to lose the right to use the elevator.

LOST AND FOUND

Students who find lost articles are asked to take them to the office, where the owner can claim them.

COMPUTER AND INTERNET ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY

 The School’s Network Administrator may review files and communications at any time to maintain the integrity of the system and to ensure responsible use. Users should not expect that files stored on district servers are always private. 

VISITORS

Student guests are not allowed during the school day. Parents and authorized visitors are welcome but are required to enter the building through the front lobby doors, sign in and out at the main office, and wear guest passes during the visits. 

BULLETINS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS 

Notices of club meetings, athletic and social events, general information and specific instructions are read during the first two to four minutes of the second block of each day. Such notices should be provided to the main office as soon in advance as possible. Special notices may be announced over the intercom, but every effort will be made to keep these to the barest minimum.

FIRE DRILLS

Fire drills at regular intervals are required by law and are an important safety precaution. It is essential that when the first signal is given, everyone obeys orders promptly and clears the building by the prescribed route as quickly as possible. The teacher in each classroom will give instructions to the students and the students are expected to stay with the teacher in order that attendance may be taken.

METAL DETECTORS

A hand-held or walk-through metal detector will be used to check every student’s person and personal effects upon entry to school every morning and at some school events. 

ID CARD

Students must show or surrender their card whenever requested to do so by any staff member or school bus driver.
